• Consider the length “A” and cut the door track. Locate the center of 
door track and position track guide. 

• With the guide in position, mark holes and drill using #32 drill bit    
through the inside leg. (Do not screw until step 12)

• Place wall jamb sticking to wall and tape into place.
• Place corner post assembly at corner of unit and tape into place. Tape 

corner post at base or let someone hold it temporarily. 
• Note distance “A” between the inside of wall jambs at base.

• Place threshold on base of unit and then place wall channel upright 
sticking to wall on top of it. Hold in place with masking tape. Make 
sure it is level and plumb. Also place door track in between jambs. 
Mark holes on wall. Remove upright,wall jamb, track and threshold.

• Drill holes with 3/16” carbide masonry drill bit. Remove all wall 
debris. Insert plastic wall anchors into wall.

• Apply a thin ribbon of caulk to both channels on bottom of threshold.
• After caulking, place threshold on base of unit and stand upright against 

wall resting on threshold then screw wall channel upright to wall with 
1-1/4” panhead screws and secure into place.

• Caulk the inside corner where wall jamb caps over bottom track.

Cut the header from the long end 
side and place it on top. 

• Check fit, do not fix the header at this step.

• Place sidelight glass panel on threshold half-way inside wall channel 
upright. Tilt corner post assembly and place sidelight panel then slide 
corner post assembly in panel. 

• Mark, drill holes and screw wall channel upright + panel and wall 
channel upright + threshold with 3/8” panhead screws.

** Always lift the glass door by the side**
• Label doors (H1) outside door (rollers facing outside of the unit) and (H2) inside door (rollers facing inside of the unit). Smooth side of glass is 

always facing inside the unit. Install the inside door first and insert the roller into the header section.  Rest rollers on the groove of the header. 
Repeat the procedure for the outside of the door. For out-of-level tub/walls, adjustment rollers holes are provided. 

** Be extremely careful not to hit the edge of the glass when installing.

• Place the wall bracket carefully inside in the header sticking to wall and inside top of header. Mark and drill holes on wall and on top of header. 
• Only screw the wall bracket on wall with 1-1/4” panhead screw. Follow this step on both ends of the header.
• Screw the top plate on header angle bracket and slide in the header,
• Mark and drill a hole on wall jamb with the self drilling screw to fit the header angle bracket.
• Also screw the wall bracket to the header from top/bottom of the header on both sides of wall. Header assembly should now be complete.

Wait for 24 hours before 
using, for silicone to dry.
